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April 22, 2019 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:02 pm.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Hal made a motion to approve the agenda. Silas seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Steve made a motion to approve the minutes from April 1, 2019. Hal seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously.
IV. Design and Review: Patrick Whitley came before the board requesting to add a bay door and a compressor closet onto the property at 57 North Jackson Street.  A few of the board members were concerned about the noise that the compressor would make.  Martin mentioned that there is a city ordinance that prohibits a compressor being within the downtown business district, which in use would be attended by loud or unusual noise. Patrick stated that the only noise from the compressor you would hear is when it initially kicks on and it will only run every hour for 45 seconds. Steve made a motion to approve the door and require that the block closet with the compressor be insulated. Ainsley seconds the motion. Hal abstained from voting because of conflict of interest. The motion approved unanimously.   
McKenzie Davenport discussed with the board the type of concrete plant that Fowler Flemister Concrete will be. He stated that it would be a basic 50 x 100 sq. ft. steel framed building. Cason made a motion to approve the plans as presented for Fowler Flemister Concrete. Silas seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 

Mr. Hamilton with Georgia Manufacturing Housing Association presented the board with plans to the type of building that he plans to put onto the lot on Railroad Avenue, which is a Mixed Use District. He stated that the building that he would be working from would resemble a ranch styled home, which is a model of the homes that he sales. The board members had concern over the business looking like a modular home inside of city limits, instead of a place of business. Martin made a motion that they approve this based on the concept presented, with the condition that the final presented concept be open to suggestions and include enhancements to the building, over what would be the normal residential structure, based on what they discussed, which is the stone columns and gutters, to include the landscaping, privacy fence, evergreen screening, and evergreen screening in the rear. Steve seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
George Emami purchased a warehouse on Adams Street that he plans on designing it into a Restaurant/Hotel and was open to suggestions and ideas about the plans. Martin made a motion to approve the plans. Silas seconds the motion. The motion was approve unanimously.
V. Other Business: Martin wanted to modify the requirements for the board so that a requirement for residency could be changed to include Monroe County but add that you be operating a business in the city. Martin made a motion to suggest to the city council that they modify the requirement that a board member can own a business in the city but live in Monroe County. Steve seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
