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April 25, 2022 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

Voting Board Members Present: Steve Coleman, Martin Presley, Phillip English, and Hal Clark. 
Voting Board Members Not Present: Kathy Rowland 
Staff Present: Janice Hall, Bobby Melton, Monica Cordy, and Cody Ellis.
I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:02 pm. 
II. Approval of Agenda: Phillip English made a motion to approve the agenda. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
III. Approval of Minutes: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the minutes from March 28, 2022.Phillip English seconds the motion. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: Janice Hall introduced Cody Ellis, the Economic Development Zoning Officer, to the board members. Rosa Evans was present to answer questions that the board members had concerning her business. Rosa Evans stated that she got her license in October of 2016 from the state and that her business is considered a residential community living arrangement. She said that the home is for people with developmental delayed disabilities and must have a waiver from the state in order to live in the home. She stated that some of the people that stayed in the often move out and reunite back with their families. Rosa Evans stated that the capacity of the home holds sixteen people, but she only wants to use the home for four people at a time, in which each person has their own bedroom. She said that she provides the meals and transportation for the tenants. She also stated that the fire department comes out to the home annually to check the fire extinguishers and smoke detectors in the group home. Phillip English made a motion to approve the variance request for the community living arrangement home. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
Jennie Caldwell, with Bryant Engineering was representing Tony Brady, with American Natural Resources. She stated that Tony brady has 22.63 acres of property at Benson Ham Road under contract, which is owned by Brown – Maxwell, LLC and is currently zoned highway business. She said that Tony Brady would like it to be zoned manufacturing industrial. She stated that he wants to market the location into a large logistics company to be a logistics transfer center for fleet trucks. She stated that it would mostly be used to store trailers. She said that he wants a fence to be around the perimeter of the property, with an access gate to the back of the property so that a farmer, whose property is adjacent to his, can have access to the property. She said that he may allow a small percentage of non-fleet trucks for parking and does not want to be limited to the 200 parking spaces shown on the site plan, being that he is in the marketing stage right now. She said that he wanted to have assurance that the 40ft setback would be grandfathered in, as if the rezoning gets approved, he can be assured as he is developing his project that nothing will change as far as the dimensional requirements. Steve Coleman’s concern is if it is rezoned manufacturing industrial and Tony Brady buys the property, changes the original idea, and wants to bring in some other manufacturing concern that they may not like. Janice Hall stated that in the zoning ordinance the truck terminal is conditional in highway business permitted in manufacturing. She suggested that he could approve a conditional use for truck stop / truck terminal within highway business instead of rezoning.  Steve Coleman made a motion to approve the property according to the application and letter of intent that it is approved for a conditional use within highway business to be used as a truck parking / trailer storage terminal as stated in the letter of intent only and that the approval would be for exactly what is shown in Bryant Engineering’s drawing that was presented in the application. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
Cody Ellis explained to the board members that while he has been looking at the zoning ordinances, he has seen several ordinances that can be updated. He said that his goal is to present updated zoning ordinances to city council by July. The board members were happy with that idea and plan to discuss the zoning ordinances in future meetings.
