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April 26, 2021 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:00pm.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Phillip English made a motion to approve the agenda. Hal Clark seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the minutes from March 22, 2021. Phillip English seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: Tammie Pierson stated to the board members that Dentavious Traylor is seeking approval for conditional use for a barber shop located at 158 Martin Luther King Jr. Drive. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the conditional use application. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
George Emami spoke about a development that Castleview Development Partners,  LLC are seeking, to rezone a portion of the land from R1 to R2 and a portion from R1 to Neighborhood Commercial with restrictions where the use of gas, fuel, or oil tanks are not allowed. Kathy Rowland made a motion to approve the zoning application with the restrictions noted on the application. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously, with the exception of Steve Coleman, who abstained from voting.

Steve Coleman made a motion to table the fence set back ordinance until the next meeting due to having the wrong forms. Hal Clark seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
V. Design and Review: The board members reviewed the site and architecture plans of Swints Candies. Tammie Pierson stated that the establishment will have a manufacturing and retail space that will be used for future expansion for Swints Candies. The representative for Swints Candies stated that the rear of the building will have a roll up door with access to the warehouse and three personnel doors. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the plans. Phillip English seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
A representative for R & B Portable Solutions came before the board members to share his idea of bringing a storage building sales lot into the city, that would be seen from the interstate. He wanted to know their thoughts of the idea before moving forward with his plans. He said that they would be selling metal buildings, pole barns, portable buildings, residential and commercial playsets. The board members had concerns of how a portable building sales lot would look from the interstate. He stated that if he proceed with the idea, that he will make it look nice and presentable from the highway.
A visitor spoke about revitalizing a set of properties located at 183 and 173 Martin Luther King Jr. Drive. He stated that his plans are to purchase the properties, reapply for a conditional use permit, and put a quick service automotive repair shop there. The board members had concerns of the area looking messy with a lot of cars being stored on the lot. The visitor reassured that if he goes along with his plans, that the property would stay looking presentable.
