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August 23, 2021 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:02pm.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Steve Coleman wanted to amend the agenda by switching item number three with item number two on the agenda. Hal Clark made a motion to amend the agenda. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Kathy Rowland made a motion to approve the minutes from July 26, 2021. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: Commercial Signs submitted a variance application for a Starbucks sign height of 75ft. with the height requirement being 60ft. They were also asking to allow them to put the highway sign in close proximity to other signs that are there. Steve Coleman made a motion to approve the variance to change the sign from 60ft to 75ft height on the pylon sign. Hal Clark seconds the motion. Steve Coleman made a motion to amend his previous motion by including approval of the distance limitation as shown on the site plan. Hal Clark seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
James Green submitted a variance application to build two triplexes in an R3 zone located at 208 Sharp Street, where they are not allowed through ordinance. The board members did not think there is enough room on the lot for two triplexes and recommended that Mr. Green bring back site plans to prove that two triplexes would fit on the lot. Mr. Green did not totally agree to doing that. Steve Coleman made a motion to deny the variance request. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

Jane Pennington submitted a variance application to build two duplexes or one triplex and duplex on three lots. The board members suggested that they bring a site plan or drawing to show how the duplexes or triplexes will be positioned on the lots.
Hal Clark made a motion to table the variance application until the next meeting. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously among three board members. Steve Coleman recused himself from voting.
