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December 28, 2020 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:03pm.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Cason Ogletree made amotion to approve the agenda. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Phillip English made a motion to approve the minutes from November 23, 2020. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: George Emami discussed with the board members about his idea and plans to build tiny homes on his vacant lot located on the corner of E. Morse Street and Cedar Street in Forsyth. He stated that there is a need for more housing in the community since the inventory is very low there. He plans to build luxury style tiny homes which he is going to call park style homes because they are bigger in square feet than a tiny home. Steve Coleman stated that George Emami needs to be able to put two houses on one lot and build less than 1,500 square feet to meet the current zoning which is mixed use. Kathy Rowland made a motion to approve the variance with requirements to allow George Emami to put two units on lot #1 as shown on the plan, the lots be accessed for parking off Cedar Street, which would be parking in the rear of the houses, allow the houses to be less than 1,500 square feet, and require that the driveway type be crush and run. Kathy Rowland made a motion to approve the dwelling. Ben Granitz seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously among six votes. Steve Coleman abstained from voting.
V. Design and Review: Judy Allie discussed the site plans, architect plans, building and design for the QuikTrip to be built in Forsyth. She stated that the building itself will be 7,300 square feet which will include a kitchen. The building will be made of a material that looks like stucco. Judy stated that they want to put up a high rise sign facing the interstate, one monument sign on Patrol Rd at 5 ½ ft tall and another on highway 18 at 2 ft tall. Tammy Pierson stated to Judy that she would have to come back and present a variance for any type of sign that they are wanting to put up because all that is allowed is a wall sign. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the architectural and site plans as presented. Phillip English seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
