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February 22, 2021 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:03pm.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Martin Presley made a motion to amend the agenda to have the Starbucks item moved from being the third item of review to the first item of review in the Design and Review section. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the minutes from January 25, 2021. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: Kendra Houghton, with Forsyth Cable Net, presented to the board members two different types of internal illuminated monument signs that the business was looking to have either one approved. She explained the differences in the two illuminated signs that were presented, which sign A is fully illuminated and sign B is just illuminating light from behind the letters and the logo. Martin Presley made a motion to approve sign B with a stipulation that the sign illumination is on a timer. Phillip English seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
Jack Hughston, with Hughston Homes presented his request for a sidewalk to be located only on one side of the street in their development of Juliette Crossing. Phillip English made a motion to deny the request for a one side sidewalk and stay with the requirements for a sidewalk on both sides of the street. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The motion was approved by Phillip English, Kathy Rowland, Steve Coleman, Martin Presley, and opposed by Ben Granitz.
Rhett Holmes with IDP Properties requested a change in the zoning of property located on the western portion of Hwy 18, from Manufacturing Industrial to Highway Business and 24 months conditional use to develop a multi-family complex on a portion of the property. Steve Coleman made a motion to approve the application to rezone the property from Manufacturing Industrial to Highway Business with conditional use for multi-family for a period of 24 months. Ben Granitz seconds the motion. The motion was approved by three and opposed by two.
V. Design and Review: Madison spoke via speaker phone about site plans for a Starbucks restaurant with a drive thru to be located at 318 Russell Pkwy. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the site plans. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
The board members reviewed a preliminary plat for Juliette Crossing Phase II. Steve Coleman made a motion to approve the preliminary plat. Phillip English seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
Jennie Barfield discussed the site plans for State Farm / American Craftsman Homes to be located on Railroad Ave while the board members reviewed them. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the site plans. Ben Granitz seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 

Jordan Harbin discussed the design plans with the board members about renovating the building located on 27 S. Lee St. Tammie Pierson told the board members that they will also be voting on the changes that Harbin Repair will be making to the building, such as the windows and the doors. She stated that they were only looking at the façade. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the renovations. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
The owners of the Super 8 Motel, located on 436 Tift College Drive presented designs to the board members of how they plan to design the motel and wanted their input on it before starting on the project. The design included them adding a convenient store, gas pumps, and retail stores. With the design shown, the board members had concerns about how the back of building will look being that it will be the first thing you see coming off the interstate entering Tift College Drive. The owners stated that they will adequately address the issue that they have with the back of the building. 
VI. Adjournment: Phillip English made a motion to adjourn. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 6:29pm.
