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February 24, 2020 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:00 pm.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Cason Ogletree made a motion to approve the agenda. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the minutes from January 27, 2020 and also to use first and last names in the minutes report going forward. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: Johnnie Brown discussed his plans to transform the old car wash located at 111 Culloden Rd. Forsyth, Ga., into a full service car wash. He told them that it will later be turned into a detail shop. Hal Clark made a motion to approve the variance for a coin operated car wash / detail shop. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 

Judy Allie presented to the board a variance for the gas pumps and the lighting for the QuickTrip that is going to be built. She is requesting that the gas pumps be located in the front of the store, whereas if they are located in a corridor overlay, it states that the gas pumps has to be in the rear of the store. Martin Presley made a motion to approve that the gas pumps be on the front side of the building. Cason Ogletree seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 

Judy Allie requested to change the lighting from a 5.0 to a 20 candle power within the canopy. The board members suggested going to a 30 candle power. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the 30 candle power lighting for both canopies. Hal Clark seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
Janice Hall had an annexation request from the property owners of QuickTrip and she stated that the property will be annexed as highway business. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the variances contingent upon annexation as the property is zoned as highway business. Steve Coleman seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
V. Design and Review: Jenny Barfield presented the board members with site plans and architect plans for Town Center Creek at 438/448 Cabiness Rd. which would consist of a restaurant, and small shops. Martin made a motion to approve the preliminary designs and plans that was presented. Cason seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
Hal Clark wants to make a recommendation to city council to change all of the zoning requirements on parking spaces from 9 ft. to 10 ft. wide. Hal Clark made a motion to recommend to the City Council that they change all of the ordinances on the zoning requirements to be 10 ft. wide. Cason Ogletree seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
Janice Hall gave to the board members a printout of the section Article 10 from the Zoning book, for them to look over and determine if MLK Drive’s zoning should be changed from neighborhood shopping to highway business.
