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January 24, 2022 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

Voting Board Members Present: Steve Coleman, Martin Presley, Kathy Rowland, and Hal Clark. 
Voting Board Members Not Present: Phillip English and Cason Ogletree
Staff Present: Janice Hall, Bobby Melton, and Monica Cordy
I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:00 pm. 
Martin Presley made a motion that the appointment of officers stays as is with Steve Coleman as the Chairman and Martin Presley as Vice Chairman. Hal Clark seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the agenda. Hal Clark seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. Steve Coleman made a motion to amend the agenda by changing item “a” under Planning and Zoning from Rezoning to Conditional Use – Clearview Avenue. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
III. Approval of Minutes: Hal Clark made a motion to approve the minutes from December 30, 2021. Martin Presley seconds the motion. Hal Clark made a motion to amend the minutes from December 30, 2021, by including the decimal level of noise that Mr. Persky stated in the last meeting. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: Janice Hall stated that Ms. Wilder was asking for conditional use for the property on 24 Clearview Avenue so that she can use it as a senior care home. Ms. Wilder stated that she wants to use the home as an assisted living facility with seven or less residents in which to provide daily living care and medical attention as needed for the residents. She said that the home consisted of five bedrooms and two and a half bathrooms. She also stated that meals will be prepared in the home for the residents and CNA’s, registered nurses, and LPN’s will assist if needed. She stated that the staff will be based off how many residents is in the home at the time otherwise there will normally be two employees during the day and two at night. She said that she is currently making upgrades to the home such as the roof and she will be having a handicap ramp will be added to the back. The board members asked about parking. Steve Coleman suggested that she may need to have the driveway widened for visitors of the home. Kathy Rowland made a motion to approve the Conditional Use application. Steve Coleman seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
A conditional use application was submitted by Carla Niblett with First Baptist Church. They want to construct a playground located on North Church Street which will be fenced all around with a 5 ft chain link fence. Janice Hall stated that the zoning ordinance allows for public playgrounds but does not mention private playgrounds, which is the section on North Church Street which is private property that First Baptist Church owns. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the use of a private playground, the use of a chain link fence, and the height of the fence to be 5 ft on all four sides of the playground. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

V. Design and Review: Janice Hall stated that a Popeye’s Restaurant is proposing to be located on North Lee Street where it meets up with Russell Parkway across from Plantation Hill near Walmart. Allen Shackelford, the owner of the property where the Popeye’s is proposed to be built, presented the board members with designs of how the restaurant will look, which he calls a mid-century modern type of look. He stated that as of now they plan to leave the pine trees that are located on the slope near the street as is and they may thin it out a bit to tidy it up. He said that how the lot is graded out now is just how it will stay. He said that they may make a slight grade down about a foot and a half. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the designs. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
VI. Additional Business: Martin Presley wanted the board members to review the rezoning criteria that he presented them with. He stated that he thinks that it will help them make better decisions when it comes to rezoning. Steve Coleman recommended the board members taking classes pertaining to Planning and Zoning or Design and Review, that the city will pay for. Janice Hall stated to the board members that if they see any classes that pertains to Planning and Zoning or Design and Review that they would like to attend, the city will cover their training. Steve Coleman stated that they will review the rezoning criteria and discuss it in the next meeting.  
Janice Hall wanted to make the board members aware that when Big Peach Car Wash built their building it was found that the eastern corner of their building is about 2 ½ ft over the setback line. She followed up by saying that they will be applying administratively through her to approve it. She explained that she just wanted them to know that is something that will be done administratively.
Janice Hall also wanted to bring to the attention of the board members that the preliminary plat for QuikTrip got mistakenly delivered to the county and by the time it got to the city she realized that it never got approved and wanted to know if they want to take a look at it and make any decisions about it. The board members decided that as long as their original scope of work has been followed there is no need to review it further. 
VII. Adjournment: Steve Coleman adjourned the meeting at 5:58 pm. 
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
