I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:02 pm.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Hal Clark made a motion to approve the agenda. Phillip English seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the minutes from June 22, 2020. Hal Clark seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: 
1) Martin Presley made a motion to table the Fox City Brewing application until a later meeting because more detail about the graphics is needed. Phillip English seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
2) Martin Presley made a motion to disapprove the vinyl wraps being placed on the posts on the outside of the Forsyth Liquor Store and to require the store’s signage to be maintained at what’s allowed in the code or ordinance. Hal seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

All that can be controlled is the size. The board members looked at changes that they wanted to be made to the ordinance. Steve made a motion to ask the Regional Commission for help with the wording of the Mural ordinance, though the City Manager Janice Hall. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
4) The board members reviewed the nonresidential zoning ordinances and came to conclusion that they would rather Tammie and the city decide on what they would like to see change and let the board decide to recommend or not recommend the change. Janice Hall stated that she will get the Regional Commission to assist them.
