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July 6, 2022 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:00 pm. 
II. Approval of Agenda: Kathy Rowland made a motion to approve the agenda. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
III. Approval of Minutes: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the minutes from May 23, 2022. Hal Clark seconds the motion. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: Matt Gilbert with Three Oaks Construction and Development presented a variance to the board members requesting a 20,000 sq. ft. minimum lot size and 70 sq. ft. width for the proposed Manor at Montpelier Phase 3 project. In a previous meeting the board recommended and voted for the property to be zoned R1. Matt Gilbert mentioned that Three Oaks Construction and Development made some changes to the site plan since the previous meeting, in which they were previously asking to be annexed into the city under an R3 zoning, which is what Manor at Montpelier Phase 1 & 2 are. He stated that the R1 was not feasible to the project, so that is why he made some site plan revisions. He said that they changed the lots to face internally and not face Montpelier, added a road buffer on Montpelier and all around the whole track, and cut down on the number of lots and made them bigger. Steve Coleman stated that the developer is basically asking for an R2 zoning instead of an R1. Some board members had concerns about the roadways and traffic that will come with the Phase 3 project. Hal Clark made a motion to deny the variance request and stay with the current zoning of an R1. Phillip English seconds the motion. The motion was approved by three board members and opposed by Steve Coleman and Martin Presley. The motion to deny the variance carried.
A visitor spoke about concerns of the one entrance / exit to the subdivision of the Manor at Montpelier Phase 1. She questioned whether there will be a second entrance / exit made since they are proposing to build new housing in that area. She stated that she is concerned that there will be a traffic flow problem in the future. Steve Coleman stated that he did not see any plans to add a new entrance / exit to the development especially at this stage since the plans were approved years ago. She asked about adding a stop sign to James Madison. Steve Coleman suggested that she would need to speak with city council about her concerns for a stop sign.
