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June 28, 2021 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:03pm.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Phillip English made a motion to approve the agenda. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the minutes from May 24, 2021. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: The representatives for Valero, located at 291 North Lee Street, returned to the board to present an updated site plan of the signs that they want on the property, and the actual location of each sign. He stated that the Valero sign will have a brick monument put across the bottom of it. The tenant sign will be on the opposite side facing the Valero sign, and a tenant sign on the building. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the variance for the signs. Phillip English seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
 Jesse Schwartz plans to open an automotive service in the building located at 183 MLK Jr. Dr. and construct a second building at 173 MLK Jr. Dr. that will be an exhaust / muffler repair shop. His intentions are to combine these locations into a service plaza with similar automotive services. Kathy Rowland made a motion to approve the conditional use applications for both locations. Phillip English seconds the motion. All members approved the motion except Martin Presley, who abstained from voting. 

Kristen Morgan, a Sr. Mortgage Advisor, submitted a conditional use application for use of the property, located at 93 East Main St., as a small professional mortgage office. She stated that it would be periodically used by three local employees. Steve Coleman made a motion to allow business use of the residentially zoned property per the conditions stated in her letter of intent. Steve Coleman amended his motion to limit the conditional use to Kristen Morgan, that is not transferable. Martin Presley seconds the motion. All members approved the motion except Kathy Rowland, who abstained from voting. 

Jennie Caldwell presented a variance request for gas pumps to be in front of the buildings that will be located on Tift College Drive. Martin Presley made a motion to  approve the variance request for the gas pumps to be in front of the buildings as shown in the site plan. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
V. Design and Review: Jennie Caldwell presented the board members with site plans for the buildings that will be located on Tift College Drive. She just wanted to know their thoughts about the plans before they move ahead with the project. The board members thought everything looked good with the plans. They just made a suggestion for them to pay attention to the parking and how the back of the buildings will look.
