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March 26, 2018 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:19 PM.  

II. Swearing in of new members: The new members Jimmy Webb and Jennifer Taylor were sworn in by Bobby Melton.
III. Approval of Agenda: Steve motions to approve the agenda, Cason seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

IV. Approval of Minutes: Steve made a motion to approve the minutes from February 26, 2018. Cason seconds the motion. Hal made a motion to amend the minutes to reflect and abstain from voting. Martin seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. The minutes were approved by five board members, Hal abstained from voting. There was no opposing votes. Steve made a motion to approve the minutes with the change of Hal abstaining from voting. Jennifer seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
V. Variance: Michael gave a presentation on the variance application for Isabelle Tanner for construction at 167 W. Main St. Mrs. Tanner is wanting to add a two car garage in front of the existing one car garage and converting the existing garage to storage use, but in order to do that Michael stated that if building on to a structure, it has to be within the guidelines of the current zoning and she’s required a 5ft variance. Isabelle requested a 23ft setback variance for the new construction.  Jimmy made a motion to approve the request for variance. Jennifer seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. The variance was approved by five board members, Martin abstained from voting because of ties with the family of Isabelle. There was no opposing votes. Motion was approved unanimously for the requested 23ft setback variance for the new construction.
VI. Rezone: Michael presented a request to the board members for a rezone of 15 parcels on Cabiness Rd. and Frontage Rd.  The 15 parcels have been deemed as suitable for future commercial growth in the area.  The current area is zoned either institutional or residential and will benefit in the future from a commercial zoning due to the incoming development of the old Regency hotel parcel.  Michael stated that he has contacted the majority of the property owners but did not have the contact information for all of them.  If the motion passes and goes to public hearing, a letter will be sent out to each individual property owner notifying them of the changes and the upcoming public hearing.  Steve requested that Michael look into information on how the land value would be affected by a change to commercial zoning and how this would affect the tax burden for each parcel.  Ultimately, the board members wanted to do more research on the properties before voting. Jimmy made a motion to table the voting until the next meeting. Jennifer seconds the motion. Motion was approved unanimously to table the voting of the rezone on the 15 parcels on Cabiness Rd and Frontage Rd. until the next meeting.
VII. Adjournment: Jennifer made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Jimmy seconds the motion. Meeting is adjourned at 5:52pm.
