Janice Hall stated that Rosa Evans had been getting the annual life safety business inspections for the past five years. She also stated that Rosa Evans is wanting permission to have the personal care facility for less than seventeen persons. Martin Presley had concerns about the life safety inspection standards. Hal Clark made a motion to table the variance request so that Rosa Evans can answer questions that they have for her concerning the business. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
