Cody Ellis stated that the representatives for Popeye’s submitted a variance to allow a 60 ft pylon sign. The ordinance is written to state that the only sign of that size has to be highway signs and be within a certain distance of the highway, and Popeye’s only qualify for a ground sign according to the ordinance. Phillip English made a motion to approve the variance to allow a pylon sign up to 60 ft in the southeast corner of the lot. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
