I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:00pm.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Hal Clark made a motion to approve the agenda. Phillip English seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Phillip English made a motion to approve the minutes from April 26, 2021. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: Tammie Pierson stated to the board members that the representatives for Valero located at 291 North Lee Street want to put up an illuminated monument sign on their property. They are also asking to have internally illuminated signs on the building and tenant signs on the right of way and building. Hal Clark made a motion to turn down the free-standing sign. He was asking approval to allow a decrease of twelve parking spaces. The board members had issues with the parking decrease because the developer designed the center for retail employers. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the variance. No second was made. The motion failed. Steve Coleman made a motion to deny the variance. Hal Clark seconds the motion. All members approved except Martin Presley. 

Angel Latch submitted a variance to move a mobile home to an empty lot located at 285 East Main Street. Phillip English made a motion to deny the variance. Ben Granitz seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 

The board members discussed what would be the best way to change and word the fence ordinance. Steve Coleman made a motion to recommend that city council change the ordinance to be similar to his handout, pending being reviewed by the city attorney and approved by city council. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
