I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:00 pm
II. Approval of Agenda: Phillip English made a motion to approve the agenda. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the minutes from September 27, 2021. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 
Planning and Zoning: Jane Pennington submitted a variance application to build duplexes on two lots. She is asking to rezone from an R3 to an RM, and to have a 20 ft. setback. Kathy Rowland made a motion to approve the variance. Phillip English seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously with all board members except Steve Coleman, who recused himself. 
Janice explained that George Emami plans to combine the properties on Lovers Lane into one property and request a rezoning. One of the properties is zoned as central business and the rest of the property is neighborhood shopping, and he wants to rezone that to residential multi-family. He also wants to request a 10 ft setback. The board members discussed issues concerning child safety with the front entrance of the housing being so close to the road. Kathy Rowland made a motion to approve the variance from CBD & NS to RM, a variance to 20 ft. front setback, and a metal fence that meets the child safety code along Lovers Lane. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously with all board members except Steve Coleman, and Phillip English who abstained from voting.
