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September 26, 2022 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

Voting Board Members Present: Steve Coleman, Martin Presley, and Phillip English. 
Voting Board Members Not Present: Kathy Rowland, and Hal Clark.  
Staff Present: Monica Cordy, Cody Ellis, Janice Hall, and Bobby Melton.
I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:01 pm. Bobby Melton swore in Jennie Caldwell as a new Planning and Zoning board member.
II. Approval of Agenda: Phillip English made a motion to approve the agenda. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
III. Approval of Minutes: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the minutes from August 22, 2022. Phillip English seconds the motion. 
IV. Planning and Zoning: Cody Ellis stated that James Freeman was requesting a rear setback variance to build a garage and storage area onto his property at 26 Brentwood Place, Forsyth, Ga. He said that the ordinance requires 60 ft for highway business from residential or traditional neighborhood and 15 ft from the corner.  James Freeman is asking for a 10 ft. setback from the rear corner of the property. The board members reviewed drawings of the layout of the building on the property. James Freeman told them that the garage doors will not be seen from the street. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the variance. Phillip English seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously among three board members. Steve Coleman recused himself from voting.
V. Design and Review: Cody Ellis stated that the Manor at Montpelier preliminary plat was presented to them a couple of months ago for approval requesting two variances for  lot width and lot size. Planning and Zoning decided against it and when he went to city council, he requested only a variance in lot size in which everything else met the requirements in R1 zoning. City council voted to approve the R3 zoning for lot size. Matt Gilbert stated that the preliminary plat presented is an R1 with a variance in lot size with a 20,000 sq. ft. minimum. He said that the plan being presented has forty-three lots. Steve Coleman told the board members that they were approving the layout, dimensions, and road layout since it is a preliminary plat. Martin Presley made a motion to approve the preliminary plat as is. Phillip English seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. A representative with the Manor at Montpelier wanted to clarify that they knew that the project went to 20,000 ft which is R2 instead of R3.
