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September 27, 2021 Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes

I. Call to Order: The meeting is called to order at 5:10pm.  
II. Approval of Agenda: Kathy Rowland made a motion to amend the agenda. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The agenda was approved unanimously.

III. Approval of Minutes: Martin Presley made a motion to approve the minutes from August 23, 2021. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 
Planning and Zoning: Jane Pennington submitted a variance application to build duplexes on two lots. The duplexes showing on the plan did not meet the minimum requirement of 1200 square ft. in an R3 zone. The board members suggested that Jane Pennington submit another variance application to rezone the area from R3 to RM in order to meet the square ft. requirements and present it at the next meeting.

Keisha Rawls, with Turtlemashers, presented the board members with a sign variance. The sign will not cover fifty percent of the wall so she will not need approval to put up the sign because it complies with the sign ordinance. 

Janice Hall presented to the board members a preliminary plat for the Preserve at Fox Run, showing changes that have been made to it. The board members discussed issues with approving the preliminary plat with multiple phases or how to go about approving it. Martin Presley made a motion that the preliminary plat be approved on the condition that before phase three and four begin, that the board has seen evidence that the D.O.T. has approved the entrance on highway 41 south. Kathy Rowland seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously with all board members except for Steve Coleman, who recused himself.
Janice Hall presented another variance application for James Green submitted a to build two structures of two units each located at 208 Sharp Street. The plans are showing each unit to be 1,800 sq. ft. Steve Coleman made a motion to deny the application based on the fact that the units have to be 1,200 sq. ft. each. Martin Presley seconds the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

George Emami presented plans for townhomes along Lover’s Lane and Hunter Street. Each unit should be 1,200 sq. ft. but the units of the townhomes on the plans are 900 sq. ft. The board members suggested that he submit another variance application to rezone the area and present it at the next meeting.
